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ABSTRACT

The objective of this study was to know the attitude of community pharmacists towards herb
al products in drug stores. Data were collected by sending self-administering questionnaires to 800 m
embers of community pharmacist group. One hundred and eighty questionnaires were returned but on
ly 124 were completed to analyze. Seventy—-two of the respondents were male and 52 were female.
Most of them were in the middle age around 35-44 years old with more than 10 years experience in
drug stores. The results showed that most of these respondents sold, advised or recommended herbal
products to their clients less than 5 times a week. Text books, journals and information from product
distributors were the most popular sources of herbal products information. The major problems of h
erbal products were short shelf life time and a difficult to sell and purchase and the major problems o
f traditional medicine products were no suitable information of products and short shelf life time. Th
e respondents thought that the important causes of people to consume some herbal products were the

available of scientific information, the efficacy of products, and the experiences from their friends.
