ABSTRACT

This study concerns an investigation of medicinal plants and natural products in
drug formulations selling in market by surveying at 10 drug stores located in Bangkok a
nd the other provinces and also by data collection from leaflets and Tims. Natural produ
cts in markets can be devided in three categories:modern drug formularies,traditional for
mularies and herbal remedies. The natural products have been found in 333 modern med
ical formularies. Herbs found in these formulars occur in the form of crude drugs(44.88
%) and pure compounds(55.12%). The 150 traditional formulars in markets can be devid
ed on the basis of their uses into 17 catagories: woman preparations(25), relief sorethoat
drugs(7), antipyretics(15), cardiotonics(20), Yha-Kasai(28),antiflatulance(10), laxative(
7), dermatologic drugs(6), inflammatory drugs(4), antihemorrhoidal(4), Rhinositis dr
ugs(4), Yha-Shang(6 decongestant(3), antidiarrheal(2),cough remedies(7), antiparasite(
2), antitoothache(4). These formularies compose of 202 medicinal plants. The number of
crude drugs used in these formularies varied considerably. The dermatologic drugs calle
d Yha-Nam-Ra-Dom-Pol has mostly number of herbs(19 crude drugs). The second on
e is a preparation called Yha-Ku-Man-Pin-Phet(15 crude drugs). A popular herb which
found in 32 traditional formularies is Pimsane while the second one found in 30 formu
lars is Lovage. Herbs in herbal remedies are Garlic, Turmeric, Citronella grass, Zingiber

purpureum Rosc., Andrographis paniculata, Senna, Aloe, Holy mashroom.
