  This purpose of this study  is to compare uses of 

traditional medicines with  uses of  medicinal plants in the 

formulations according to  research data . Twentynine woman 

tradition formularies which comprise 76 herbs and 5 animal 

products were studied.From these 29 traditional formulars, there 

were herbs serveral used, i.e. 15 emmenagogues, 17 

antiflatulants, 8 bitter tonics, 7 improving bloods, 2 laxatives 

and 1 plant for lactation. Moreover, it was found that 14 

formulars were totally supported by research works. These
