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Undergraduated students in Thai's society who had sex may be lead into
undesired pregnancy. Someone aborted that risk to adverse reaction or death.
This cross-sectional study aimed to determined the attitude, to measure the
prevalence of emergency pills (EC) usage, and to examine the level of knowledge
of EC pills of Thai's students by self-administered questionnaires. The samples in
this study were 236 undergraduated students (25 males, 211 females) from a
university in Bangkok, 2 faculties, aged between 19 — 26 years old.

The results showed that the students who thought of using the EC pills for
prevent pregnancy when had sex were about 68.3% whereas the prevalence of
EC pills usage was 12.3 %. The students ,who used the EC pills, got the
information of EC pills from friends 64.3 %, from their girlfriends/botfriends 35.7 %,
from  journals/books/magazines 25.0 %, from drugstores 14.3 %, from
radios/televisions 7.1 % and other sources of information 3.6 %. Their reasons of
using EC pills were for convenience of procedure 64.3 %, easy to buy 46.4 %,
high efficiency to prevent pregnancy 32.1 %, not use other method of
contraception 17.9 %, cheap prices 17.9 % and other reasons 3.6 %. The students
get the EC pills from couples/lovers 57.1 %, myself 28.6 %, from friends 10.7 %
and other 3.6 %. The students who used the EC pills had high level of
knowledge of EC pills information was about 46.4 %, moderate level of knowledge

53.6 % and low level of knowledge 0 %.
