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Abstract
Embodying learning experiences and coping strategies for pharmacy

students’ lives of Mahidol students

The purposes of this qualitative study were to understand embodying process of
pharmacy students’ lives and to express feelings and coping strategies used by the
students to continue their students’ lives in pharmacy school. Focus group Discussion
were utilized, and 2", 3", 4" and 5" year pharmacy student were purposively selected.
After loose-structured questions were designed by researchers and their advisors
.selected issues were discussed with informants. Focus group discussion consisted of
three main topics, including embodying process of learning experiences, activity
participation, and everyday life living experiences of pharmacy student, as well as
coping techniques created by pharmacy students to survive their college lives

Results showed that learning practices, daily life experiences and activity
involvement of pharmacy students were considerably related. Heavily compressed
learning contents and very lengthy learning periods affected student, daily live,
personality, and leisure time for activity participation in addition, specific space for
students were inadequately allocated and inappropriately selected, social lives and
relations, happiness, and self presentation of pharmacy students were significantly
interrupted Therefore issues about learning period and specific space for pharmacy
students should be emphasized and considered to create the happy context of learning
process, activity participation, social relations and everyday live experience pharmacy
